His Lordship also had press conference with correspondents of
TV Channels and Newspapers. His Lordship informed that parameters are
not the number of cases settled in Lok Adalats. Rather, emphasis is that how
many people reposed faith by attending
Lok Adalats for early resolution of their
disputes. His Lordship further told that
public should be aware of their rights.
Disputes are to be sorted out in Lok
Adalats. Cases are settled amicably and by
mutual consent of both parties. His
Lordship laid stress on the point that
attitude is to be changed by all in Lok
Adalats either he is Judge or Lawyer or any
other officer. His Lordship informed that Permanent Lok Adalats for
specified Public Utility Services such as Transport Service, Road, Water,
Postal, Telegraph, Telephone Service, Supply of Power, Light, Water to the
Public, Public Conservancy, Sanitation, Service in Hospital, Dispensary,
Insurance Service, Housing and Estates and Banking and Financial were
already working in 4 districts i.e. Gurgaon, Ambala, Panchkula and Rohtak
in Haryana, whereas such Lok Adalats will soon start functioning in 2 more
districts namely Faridabad and Hissar. His Lordship further told that
Government was being requested to notify 8 more districts to start
Permanent Lok Adalats for Public Utility Services.

Meetings with Panel Advocates of District Legal Services Authority

His Lordship addressed the gathering and apprised them on the
subjects included in the list of topics to be addressed in Legal Literacy and
Awareness Camps, Prosecution Counsel Scheme etc. Panel advocates were
asked to make all efforts for creating public awareness regarding various
Acts. They were advised to perform their duties with dedication and
sincerity and to work hard and create awareness in public about their legal
rights and duties. They were requested to provide feedback for the purposes
of improving Legal Services Schemes. His Lordship has also directed the
District & Sessions Judge-cum-Chairman and CJM-cum-Secretary, DLSA,
Karnal to assign duty to two advocates (One male and one female) retainers
in the Front Office so that lady litigants may also tell their grievances to lady
advocate without any hesitation. It was also directed that the Front Office
may not remain without any advocate even for a single minute during court
hours. It was also directed that letter may be issued to the Panchayat
Secretary of Gram Panchayats to remain present while panel advocates visit
the village for holding Legal Aid Camps etc.

Meeting with Para-Legal Volunteers:-

They were also told not to break the
families but to unite them by counseling and conciliation. They were told that
an honorarium of Rs.250/- per day shall be paid to all Para-Legal Volunteers
engaged for specific works like going to the remote villages, distribution of
legal literacy materials, attending the legal aid clinics and 'front offices' of the
Legal Services Institutions.
