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LEGAL AWARENESS PROGRAMN OF HALSA

It is a truism to say that the vast @&
milieu of our country is ignorant about the i’
laws enacted by their own elected
representatives. Because of this ignorance
many of the rights conferred bylaws remain
unknown to the real beneficiaries. This
results in exploitation and undeserved
suffering. Under these circumstances and
in view of the large number of people
distanced from the knowledge of law, the
need for legal literacy and legal awareness assumes importance. The
following are some of the legal literacy and legal awareness programmes
which are being conducted by HALSA.

v STUDENTS LEGAL LITERACY MISSION

The National Legal Literacy Mission was launched by NALSA on 6th
March, 2005 with the motto “From Ignorance to Legal Empowerment”. It
was felt that the most potent tool for spreading legal awareness, could be
the student community. So with the cooperation of education department,
Student Legal Literacy Mission was launched in Haryana in year 2008, and
1444 legal literacy clubs were opened in Sr. Sec. Schools and 171 colleges.
In these clubs students were informed of the legal rights and duties of
citizens and about the issues of socio legal relevance, including female
foeticide, drug addiction, environment, juvenile justice, legal remedies, social
justice legislations, constitutional values, spirituality and law, national
security and sovereignty. To give impetus to the project, competitions were
organized in essay writing, declamations, poetry recitation and paintings
school/college level, District level and Divisional level.

The final phase of the competitions was held on S5t Feb., 2010 at

v PARA-LEGAL VOLUNTEERS

One of the objectives of the policy for “Access to Justice for All”
formulated by NALSA is development of Para-legal Services.

Para-legals would not be, in a strict sense, giving legal advice to an
individual but would assist an individual in obtaining the services of Legal
Services Authorities in case of necessity. Para-legals will act as a bridge
between the individuals and Legal Services Authorities and will also help
people in need to approach the concerned authorities such as the police and
District Administration by helping them in writing applications, filling forms
and providing relevant information which may be necessary for ascertaining
any right. District Legal Services Authority and Sub-Divisional Legal
Services Committee and Superintendent, Central/District Prisoners have
identified about 50 volunteers at District Level and 25 volunteers Sub-
Divisional Level and 10 Prisoners in Central/District Jails.

A TOT programme was orgainised on 18-19 September, 2010 at
Chandigarh to train the Member Secretaries of State Legal Services
Authorities and one lawyer and one law teacher selected by each State Legal
Services Authority as trainers. The trainers in tum will train the volunteers
sponsored by the Ministry of Youth Affairs, Government of India and other
para legals as per the NALSA’s Scheme.

The work for identifying Para Legla Volunteers under the NALSA
Scheme has already been completed by all District legal Services Authority
and Sub-Divisional Legal Services Committee. They were further requested
to select trainer Advocates i.e. two Advocates from the panel of each District
Legal Services Authority and one Advocate from the panel of each Sub-
Divisional Legal Services Committee having pedagogic skills and send the
names alongwith their mobile phone number to this Authority so that a
schedule may be prepared for imparting training to these Trainers and after
training these Trainers, they will be deputed for training Para Legal
Volunteers in their respective district/sub-division. The name of
Trainers/Advocates have been received from the DLSA/SDLSC’s and
Training Programme for the Trainers/Advoctes has been fixed at the
Divisional Head Quarter/District Head Quarter, as per schedule given
below:-
